(Continued from previous page)
fiscated during the last twelve years, are
now being sold at Government auctions.”
Travel Restricted

Mr. Ahderom said Baha'is are still not
allowed to travel freely. In 1990, although
380 passport applications were submitted
by Bahd'is, only 61 passports were issued—
mostly to the sick and the elderly. Since
March 1991, the issuance of passports to
Bahd'is has completely stopped.

Although Baha'i children have recently
been re-admitted to elementary and sec-
ondary schools, Baha'is are still not admit-
ted to institutions of higher education.

Since 1979, 197 Iranian Bahd'is have
been killed and 15 others have disappeared
and are presumed dead. The frequency of
suchkillings declined in late 1987, although

two Bahd'i were executed as recently as
December 1988.

Since the mid-1980s, the United Na-
tions General Assembly has repeatedly ex-
pressed concern for the human rights situ-
ation in Iran.

‘Mr. Ahderom reiterated that the Baha'i
community of Iran is not aligned with any
opposition movement, ideology or govern-
ment; rather, he said, Bahd'is are enjoined
by the principles of their Faith to be obedi-
ent to the government of the countries in
which they live.

“Thus, they represent no threat to the
Government of Iran,” Mr. Ahderom said.
“Bahd'’is wish only to be granted the same
rights as other Iranian citizens to practice
their religion freely both as a community
and as individuals.” €
